Speech on the occasion of Guinee's Independence Day, September 28, 2023
I had  a dream...
Dear Prime Minister ;
Ladies and Gentlemen of the Government;
My dearest sisters and brothers ; 
Dear Prime Minister;
At my age, we don't get much sleep. But there are times when we do sleep, and during this time I've had a dream that I'd like to share with you.
I dream that one day, Guinea's 23 river basins, 400 billion m3 of surface water, 13 billion m³ of groundwater and 1,988 mm/year of rainwater will allow drinking water to flow into the taps of 33 prefectures, 38 communes and 303 sub-prefectures.
I have a dream that one day, Guinea's 25 million hectares of farmland and 13 million hectares of arable land will be able to ensure the supply of drinking water to the people of the country.food self-sufficiency, to make Guinea an exporter of agricultural products as it was before independence.
I dream that one day, Guinea's 300 km of Atlantic coastline, 1,165 rivers, 8 million head of cattle, 6 million sheep and goats, 140,000 pigs and 32,000 local breeds of poultry will diversify and secure the country's food supply.
I have a dream that one day, the 40 billion tons of bauxite in our subsoil will be transformed into alumina and aluminum to make cooking pots, buildings, table-benches and vehicles here and now in Sangarédi, Boffa, Fria and Conakry.
I dream that one day, the 2 billion tons of iron from the Nimba, Simandou, Kalia and Forécariah mountains will allow the chimneys and blast furnaces of the blacksmiths of medieval Guinea to rise to the heavens. 
I dream that one day, millions of carats of diamonds will be cut in Banankoro and hundreds of tons of gold will be refined in Bouré.
I have a dream that one day, Guinea will be criss-crossed by freeways from Kaaka to Mandiana, from Lénkérin to Zoo, from Pamalap to Sansalé, and that no Guinean will ever say they've never seen an asphalt road. 
Prime Minister;
I have a dream that one day, the youth of Guinea will know that its climatic, topographical and geographic diversity makes it a synthesis of West Africa, the most beautiful country in Africa that deserves to be seen before dying of thirst in the Sahara, drowning in the Mediterranean or the Rio Grande, ending up herded like cattle in the open-air prisons of Lampédousa and that "Footéta is not in color".
I have a dream that one day in Guinea we'll use the train to go from Almamya to Tombo to Thuo, from the west to the east of the country to admire the Soumba waterfalls in Dubréka, the Biradé waterfalls, the Bamban stream, where washing is forbidden, the Samaya lake, the Tanènè caves, the Maléa rock, the sacred area of Yatougouly in Kania, Mont Badiar, the Lady of Mali, the Kambadaga, Ditinn, Kinkon and Saala waterfalls.
I have a dream that one day the young people of Guinea will discover on this train the wooded savannah interspersed with the meadows of the alluvial plains that are flooded every year by the floods of the Milo, Niandan, Tinkisso, Fié and Sankarani rivers to fertilize the soil and feed the Mandinka people. 
JI have a dream that one day, the young people of Guinea will take this train to cross the high massifs with their often steep slopes, the plateaus, piedmont plains, lowlands and flood valleys of Guinea's rainforests and forests.
My dream is that the young people of Guinea will take this train to visit the history of Guinea, starting with the colonial prison at Fotoba, the ruins of the site where our brothers were exported to the West Indies by slave traders, the graves of the 2 French officers and 11 riflemen who fell at the capture of the "Waliou" at Gomba, the prehistoric caves at Télimélé, the first capital of Mali, and the home of Samory Touré.
Prime Minister;
I have a dream that one day, young people will know that their country is rich in ethnic and cultural diversity. That a Barry from Timbo is a Keita in Niani and becomes Soumah in Rio Pongo; that a Kaba from Baté becomes Sow in Kébali and Touré in Wassoulou; that a Conté from Waawa becomes Bah in Gongoré. 
My dream is that all young people in Guinea will know that the multiplication table must be recited, that conjugation must be learned, that vocabulary is acquired by reading and that diplomas without skills are just meaningless papers.
I have a dream that one day the young people of Guinea will understand that social networks are not offices, that Tiktok is Toctoc, that Facebook is not the dictionary, that revising your lessons is better than WhatsApp. 
I have a dream that one day in Guinea, competence, honesty and love of others will be the only things that count when it comes to respecting our motto: "Work, Justice, Solidarity".
Young people of Guinea, Mr. Prime Minister, I hope you share my dream.
